Director Auston, presiding as Chair called the meeting to order
at 6:00 p.m. Mrs. Mims led the Pledge of Allegiance. The Clerk

to the Board read the roll and confirmed a quorum was present.
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2. REPORT OF THE GENERAL MANAGER:

Mr. Sanchez reported on the following: (1) he reminded the Board of the upcoming
Committee Meetings: Community Relations Committee Monday, May 3'%; Priorities &
Programming Committee Friday, May 14" and, Administrative Committee Tuesday, May
18™; (2) Oso de Oro and Trolley Creek Parks were opened last Friday on a very limited Friday,
Saturday and Sunday schedule; he stated the District is utilizing contract help in addition to
the District’s existing Park Attendant; he stated the Parks will be fully opened once the open
Park Attendant position is filled; he stated the crowds were very light at Trolley Creek Park,
and Oso de Oro Park had a few more guests; in addition, staff has posted a notice regarding
the opening of the parks on the District’s Website; and (3) there are currently no employee
COVID cases or exposures; he noted several staff members are fully vaccinated and many
more have scheduled their vaccinations; with respect to employees’ telecommuting during the
Pandemic, Mr. Sanchez stated staff will be returning to the office beginning May 17%, based
on the availability and eligibility of staff to receive the vaccinations; he noted a few staff have
been working hybrid schedules based on their children’s school, and he stated those
employees will have their return dates based on when school ends. Mr. Sanchez stated the
plan is to have all staff back by June 14®. In addition, he foresees the first in-person Board
Meeting occurring sometime in June.

Responding to Director Auston’s question, Mr. Sanchez explained the preparations the
staff will need to complete before the District could return to in person Board Meetings.
Responding to Director Burleson’s question, Mr. Sanchez stated the plan is to return to the
Board Room with clear partitions between the Board Members. With respect to the nearly
completed Warehouse/Conference Room remodeling, Mr. Sanchez stated this room would be
used for the dinners/luncheons, as it is quite large and could accommodate the required
separation between attendees. However, it would not be as conducive for a Board Meeting, as
the Board Room has all the necessary electronic and audiovisual equipment.

Retrospective Premium Adjustment Stabilization Fund and
2021 Refunded Premium

Summary
The District is involved with several insurance programs with the Association of California
Water Agencies Joint Powers Insurance Authority (ACWA-JPIA).

The ACWA-JPIA Retrospective Premium Adjustment Stabilization Fund was established in
1999 to administer the fluctuating cycle of refunds and billings for prior policy years. In 2001,
ACWA-JPIA's Executive Committee authorized expanding the Fund to include all pooled
insurance programs.

Annual premiums are paid based on estimated payroll for each policy year. ACWA-JPIA then
assesses retrospective premium adjustments for prior years, based on actual versus estimated
payroll. Retrospective premium adjustments are further assessed based on prior years' open
claims. The attached summary report includes the beginning balances, adjustments, and the
Fund Balances for each pooled program. These balances are compared to the "Current
Attachment Point," which is 70% of the basic premium. Any excess is refundable. On March
10, 2021, the District received a refund check for $14,500.16.

The District's Catastrophic Fund (CAT Fund) statement is also included at the end of the report,
disclosing the activity in the CAT Fund for both the Liability and Workers' Compensation
programs.

Recommendation

This report is for informational purposes only. No action is needed by the Board of Directors at
this time.

Discussion

ACWA-JPIA issues refunds to its members when their Fund Balances exceed 70% of the
current year's basic premium ("Current Attachment Point"). The District received a refund of
$14,500.16 due to excess funds in the Liability and Workers' Compensation programs.

2020 $104,331.78
2019 $ 19,335.27

On March 4, 2021, staff participated in a Risk Assessment Meeting to discuss the District's
pooled programs with ACWA-JPIA's Senior Risk Control Advisor, Matt Bunde. The District's
claims for each program were reviewed in detail. Trends were also reviewed to identify potential
preventative measures to avoid similar claims in the future. The District's overall experience is
lower than average in comparison to other agencies of similar size and industry, which has
contributed to the District receiving refund checks for the past several years.
